The project proposes a transnational cooperation
between UAUIM (lon Mincu University of

professional situation.

This international cooperation has learned how to
deal with inter-cultural changes and how to deal
with different teaching education tradition across
cultures.

We’ve chosen a mixed approach: inter- and trans-
disciplinary that contains one case study for ongoing
depopulation communities for each rural areas; each
partner has identified case studies of ongoing
depopulation issues communities, but situated in
cultural-touristic-historical  potential areal with
major significance in a context of territorial limit. All
partners present case studies at the Europe physical
extremities (Danube Delta (DD), Filicudi Island in
North Sicily, Lofoten village in North Norway), each
case study has major differences of needs, approach
themes and solutions in progress to being adopted,
despite identified critical situations (depopulation)
and cultural-vernacular-historic existent potential.

The multidisciplinary approach resides in studying
and understanding the social-economic phenomena,
built case studies, structure, ecological solving, and
specific urban approach, but also for landscape
integration or the study of mobility. These case
studies realized in practice manner through the
direct implication of the students and the professors
by collecting information, presented needs and
finding solutions, majorly contribute to the students’
competencies improvement in education-research-
practice approach areal of architecture profession
but also on social-civic-intercultural  skills
development.
