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Cercetarea continua

Alaturi de dorinta si de travaliul incercand sa recupereze
valorile arhitecturale ale trecutului, Scoala de Arhitectura
intelege sa cerceteze starea actuala a cetatii, calitatea cladirilor
din ea si a spatiilor care o compun, care ii dau personalitate si
atractivitate.

O astfel de initiativa a fost demarata de catre cercetatorii Scolii
Doctorale, cu sprijinul Primariei S. 3, al fostului elev al
Universitatii, dl. Stefan Dumitrascu, de mai multi ani
Arhitectul-sef al acestui Sector. Constatand evolutia pozitiva a
demersurilor urbanistice si arhitecturale desfasurate aici, am
dorit sa iesim in intdmpinarea nevoii de rafinare a unor locuri
importante din aceasta parte a Capitalei, socotind ca eforturile
colectivului de cercetatori, ca si cele ale echipelor implicate,
vor ridica semnificativ calitatea acestor puncte urbane-reper,
de multe ori neobservata sau neglijata.

Locurile, analizate cu mare atentie si studiate in detaliu, au
primit, astfel, propuneri de ,marcare” din partea unor artisti
valorosi, care conlucreaza cu arhitecti a caror activitate
profesionala este recunoscuta si apreciata.

Speranta noastra fata de acest nou proiect priveste, desigur,
continuarea eforturilor de acest fel, intrucat de calitatea
spatiului public depinde, in cele de urma, chiar confortul vietii
de zi cu zi a bucuresteanului, dar, pe de alta parte, ea se
adreseaza, cu moderatie, dar si cu sanse, unei posibile treceri
a propunerilor cele mai interesante in realitate, Tncununand,
astfel, truda intelectuala si investitia de profesionalism a
autorilor.

Si cum, din pacate, valoarea arhitecturii contemporane locale
este sustinuta, astazi, nu de foarte multe cladiri-model, poate
ca grija si investitia spirituala si materiala in aceste monumente
urbane moderne pot sa se constituie intr-o alta cale de
recuperare a civilizatiei si demnitatii Capitalei.

The ongoing research

In addition to the desire to reclaim the architectural values of
the past, and an understanding of the effort required, the
School of Architecture can assess the current state of the city
and the quality of both its buildings and the spaces that make it
up, and give it appeal and character.

This idea was initiated by researchers from the doctoral
school, with the support of the municipal government of S. 3,
and the former student of University Mr. Stefan Dumitrascu,
for many years Chief Architect of this Sector. Noting the
positive evolution of urban planning and architectural
developments here, we wanted to meet the need to enhance
some important sites in this area of the Capital, counting on
the efforts of the team of researchers and all others involved
to significantly improve the quality of these often unnoticed or
neglected urban landmarks

The sites, analyzed carefully and studied in detail, have received
»,marking” proposals from respected artists collaborating with
architects whose professional activity is recognized and
appreciated.

Our hope is for the continuation of this project, as the comfort
of the daily life of the citizens of Bucharest ultimately depends
on the quality of public spaces. We are cautiously optimistic,
that the most interesting proposals will be realized, thus
rewarding the intellectual toil and the professional investment
of the authors.

Today, unfortunately, there are not many model buildings to
support the value of local contemporary architecture. Perhaps
the care of, and the spiritual and material investment in, these
modern urban monuments can provide another way to
recover the civility and dignity of the Capital.
